	To know and understand what ‘Alevism’ is. 

Share with the pupils the ‘rules’ of the Alevi community.  Discuss with the children how this links with our ‘golden rules’ at school. (similarities/differences)?

Alevi Values:- Show pictures of hand, tongue, body share the values:

Don’t steal, Don’t say anything bad, Do be respectful, Do keep your hands and feet to yourself. Pupils to write keywords, draw pictures/sort pictures around enlarged pictures of hand, tongue, body to illustrate ‘Alevi Values’.

Alevism booklet ‘code of morality p2. Pictures of hand, tongue, body for children to annotate ideas around.

	To understand how Alevism is expressed through music.
Listen to Sax music, how does it make you feel? Draw pictures/symbols as you listen. Read some ‘Saz music poetry’ to the children eg 4 line extract from Emre ‘if you break someone’s heart’ (Yr1 - show picture of Emre, explain who he is) (see Alevi booklet p6) How do these poems express ideas and feelings? – if you hurt somebody physically or emotionally, the prayer you perform is no good.
Yr2 – share and explain the lines ‘none of the nations of the world can wash the dirt off your hands and face’.  See p5 of Alevi booklet.  Discuss the idea that you must look inside yourself to make the right choice, not go on a special journey eg pilgrimage to find the answers. Show pic of ‘Bektash Veli’.
Discuss & develop the idea that ‘actions speak louder than words’. 
Show clip of Saz playing/Zeki & chn play live Saz in class. 

	To understand what a ‘Cem’ ceremony is and how people prepare for the  ceremony.
How do people prepare for a ‘special occasion’? eg special clothes, special food, show the pupils a video clip of a ‘Cem ceremony’  - pause at different moments of the video & identify key features of the ceremony. Eg standing on one toe. Sharing of food
artefacts, clothes, video clip of ‘Cem ceremony’
	To understand how the ‘Cem’ ceremony can help us to resolve problems/conflict.

Act out the ‘Cem ceremony’ as a class. As a ‘circle time’, discuss how the ceremony can help us to resolve conflicts. (role play scenarios) eg when somebody has upset us in the playground or when something that belongs to us has gone missing. 

Video/take photos acting out of the ‘Cem cermony’
	To understand what a ‘Cem’ ceremony is and how people prepare for the  ceremony.

Discuss with the children the role of headteacher, caretaker etc in school. Move onto showing video clip/photos of the ‘Cem ceremony’, identify key roles of the 12 volunteers.  eg Dede, lightkeeper, (see list) 


	To understand the ‘Cem’ ceremony as a celebration of Alevi values and the Alevi community
Explain what ‘Hak’  is. Make Noah’s pudding (sweet soup made from leftovers) as an expression of Hak. Share the prayer of thanksgiving after the meal.
Chn can bring in a piece of fruit to share as part of a class ‘fruit salad’. Chn to have a go at writing a prayer, words of thanksgiving.
